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ith gold trim and tired wood cabinetry, it
was clear that the Palo Alto bathroom
was due for an update. The client wanted
“something far from the dated one that she
had—something ultramodern with clean

design a contemporary bathroom, but one that also had
classic materials and subtle detailing.
